Prime Cuts

As performers and/or teachers of Egyptian dance, we
must consider ourselves pupils of an art that, as any
other, continually offers us hidden depths, extraordinary
experiences, and new paths to travel. One of the salient
facets of our study is Egyptian music.

“Prime Cuts” is a series of music and song
from the period known to some as “The
Golden Age” of Egyptian music. The
series includes some of the greatest
pieces of music from that time cut to
enable performance in a contemporary
setting. Producers Emad el Rashidi
and Sara Farouk have cut together
the “real” music into performance
pieces with beginnings, middles,
and ends so that dancers no longer
must perform only to instrumental
versions or snippets of these epic
renditions. El Rashidi and Farouk
have provided the translations of these
pieces, so it is possible to relate to the
meaning, as well as the sound, of the songs.

The first offering in the series, “Oum Khalsoum for Dancers,” features singer
Oum Khalsoum, who is remembered in Egypt, the Middle East, and by
Arabs everywhere as one of the greatest singers and musicians to have
ever lived. Born in the Nile Delta at the turn of the twentieth century, she
has retained a near-mythical status among young and old Egyptians, and
her voice’s unique and breathtaking beauty captivates all who come into
contact with her recordings.

Her songs deal with the universal themes of love, longing, and loss and are
nothing short of epic in scale. Lasting hours rather than minutes, most of
her recordings were also broadcast live from her monthly concerts in which
she would introduce new songs into her repertoire. As she sang, Oum
Khalsoum would repeat phrases many times, subtly altering the emotive
emphasis and intensity of her words, bringing her audiences into a state of
euphoria. This intense and highly personalized creative relationship with
her audience is what makes Oum Khalsoum an unforgettable artist.

The seven performances on “Oum Khalsoum for Dancers” illustrate the
breadth of her talent (plus that of her orchestra and the composers) and
offer dance opportunities to suit most tastes. Cut to enable the performer to
express the feeling and skill required to execute Egyptian dance at its best,
this music also provides a fundamental step along our learning curve.

Sara Farouk lives in Cairo and works as a technical | “SHE’S AN
advisor, choreographer, and director in film, theatre,
and television both in Egypt and abroad. She has taught EXCELLENT
Egyptian dance, oriental and folkloric, since 1983. DANCE.
